rehearsal schedule and will sit in the rehearsal room making notes that need to

be passed onto the design team. During the run of a show, they are responsible for organisational aspects, such

- toured both domestically and internationally for thirteen years, stage-managed primarily on Broadway
and in Las Vegas, an‘d worked alongside stars such as Bette Midler, Barbara Streisand, and Michael Jackson. Perhaps his more
notable credit, however, is that of his position as Production Stage Manager and Flight Instructor of Spider-Man: Turn Off
The Dark. There, White worked with a plethora of the industry’'s most intelligent and visionary artists and engineers to create
and implement brand new theatrical technologies. A firm believer of paying it forward, White makes sure to honor all those
who have helped him throughout his journey by passing along his wealth of knowledge to the next generation of
theatremakers. White has some advice for those wanting to start out in the world of stage management: the ability to

determine what is needed and arrive with those skills deployed or at least in development. He also spoke of assessing what

his assistant stage managers are good at, and then deploying
them to handle those areas at which they excel.
